Abbreviations: H - hands, F - feet, MH - marked holds, L - left, R - right, NDF - no discs for feet, SS - Sitting Start, T - Traverse

THE WALL: Great bouldering (no rope sections) on steep featured Bencrete resin (similar to Broughton) - and all for £2.00
LOCATION: 14 miles from Manchester, 30 minutes by train (Hadfield train from Piccadilly). See Page 2 for map.
HOSTELRIES: The Prince of Wales (Marstons and just 96 seconds from the Wall!), The Star (5 Guest ales just 180 seconds from the Wall)

The Bull (Robinsons and Curry 12 min walk from the wall), The Friendship ([my choice] good pub with good beer 10 min walk from the wall)

EATING OUT: Glossop has severall surprisingly good restaurants. The following is a ‘personal’ view of those I've tested over the last few years.

INDIAN: The Bull - very good (except the nan - tho' the Chapattis are fine). Naseeb - again excellant though a tad more formal
CHINESE:  Kwei ping (good, but bit more pricey & not so good for veggies)

ITALIAN:  Napoli - friendly & fine food (perhaps avoid the house red *1?). Firenze : Cosyish & good food - terrible music though!
TAPAS: Casa Espana - restaurant & tapas, great food, with Spanish service!
CAFE/FOOD: Rainbow Cafe - nice setting, relatively informal and 1 minute from the wall (only open wed, Thurs & Fri).
